Schools and school life in the UK

Children at secondary school study ten subjects. The main subjects
are English, maths and science. Children get homework every day.
They often have homework for four different subjects.

There are three school terms in Britain: autumn, spring and sum-
mer terms. Holidays can be at different times in different regions.
The schools usually have ten days in the first term, ten days in the
second term and six weeks in summer.

Schools and school life in the USA

In high school, American children study four or five main subjects
and choose other subjects. The lessons are about an hour.
The American school year isn’t very long, it’'s about nine months,
from early September to the first of June. American students
are happy because there are many vacations in the school year.
They have two weeks for spring vacation, two weeks for Christmas
vacation and three manths for summer vacation. There are two
semesters. In the USA many children like to travel to and from
school on yellow school buses, because buses are fun and children
can meet with their friends there.

Many Americans like talking about the weather. They have a lot
to talk about. People have always wanted to forecast the weather.
In the old times they only guessed or used the old reports of what
the weather was like in the past.

The city of Cambridge grew and townspeople decided
to cut down the chestnut tree, which Longfellow made
famous. Longfellow’s neighbours and friends decided to
make an armchair for Longfellow from the tree’s wood.

Seven hundred children donated money to pay for
the chair. They gave the armchair to Longfellow on his
seventy-second birthday on February 27, 1879. They
also gave him a book that had the names of all the
children who had contributed.

In the countryside they travel round in vans, but in towns and villages
they ride bicyeles. There are 35,000 Royal Mail bikes and the distance postmen

The Royval Mail delivers 84 million items every working day and has more
than 14,000 post offices. Every year the British send one billion letters to other
countries.

The Royal Mail has a long and interesting history. It has been around since the
days of Henry VIII. The Royal Mail appeared in 1516. In 1635 King Charles 1
opened the Royal Mail to the public. Post boys who worked for the Royal Mail
carried letters, riding on horses. In 1784, fast coaches started to carry the
mail. In the 1830s, coaches disappeared because of the arrival of the railways.
In those days a person who got a letter had to pay for it and a postman had to
wait to the collect money. The cost was high, & postman's visit was often unwelcome,
and many people didn’t want to pay. In 1840 Rowland Hill suggested a postal
reform, according to which the one who sent a letter had to pay a penny for it no
matter how far the distance travelled.

Thanks to Rowland Hill, on May 6, 1840, Penny Black, the world's first postal
stamp, appeared. Penny Black cost one penny and had a picture of Queen Victoria
on it. It was the first stamp in the world and that is why there was no word
“Britain” on it. Penny Blacks are now quite rare.

Today, British stamps do not have the country's name on them either and
British people rely on the Royal Mail as much as they did hundreds of years ago.

If you want to learn more about the Royal Mail you can visit the British Postal
Museum and Archives in London or the Postal Museum in Bath. They both tell
you about the Royal Mail and its significant place in history. In the Royal Mail
Archives one can also find information on family members who worked in the
postal service, In the Postal Museum in Bath you can see working machines, a
life-size Victorian post office and a children's activities room.

one. Welsh national dress is seen on such occasions as the annual Llangollen

Eisteddfod.®* Women wear full skirts, laced bodices, colourful shawis and a specif-
ic tall erowned black hat, while men have bright waistcoats and flat black hats. The
Scottish Highland dress, worn by both sexes and based on each clan's distinctive
tartan, is considered the Scottish national dress. For men it includes a tweed jack-
et, a tartan kilt and tartan stockings. Women's dress is similar, but with a tartan
skirt in place of the kilt. Scottish costume is worn at many national events, such
as the Highland Games, but also for everyday use by some Scots. A form of dress .
similar to the Scottish one is also worn by the Irish on ceremonial or formal occa-
sions, showing the common Celtic and historical link between the two peoples,
Members of particular professions and occupations wear special dress. Among those
considered as distinctively British are the dark blue helmet and uniform of the
policeman, the ceremonial red tunics and busbies of some army regiments, the six-
teenth-century scarlet uniform of the Beefeaters, the gown and “mortarboard” of
university students, and the wigs worn by judges. To this one could add the bowler
hat, pin-striped trousers and rolled umbrella that were at one time almost a uni-
form for civil servants and City businessmen.




Items of clothing that are linked with partic-
ular social groups are the flat cap, associated
with working-class men and the more round-
ed cap worn by the “country gentlemen”.

In general, people in Great Britain dress rather
informally. Many wear casual clothes most of
the time, not just when they are at home or
on holiday. Men and women wear jeans with a
ghirt or T-shirt and a sweater to go shopping,
meet friends, go to a pub or bar, or take their
children out. Older people are more likely to
dress more smartly. When they go out, women
wear a dress or skirt and blouse while men wear
a shirt, jacket and trousers. In summer
younger people may wear shorts.

There are a few occasions, when people like to
dress formally. For such occasions like inter-
views for jobs, men wear lounge suits, and
women wear suits or dresses. Many weddings,
for example, are very formal with men wear-
ing morning dress and women wearing extra-
vagant hats. Women also usually wear hats
at events, where members of the Royal Fami-
ly are present. Most people in Britain dress
smartly to go to & party or restaurant. Many people do not now dress up to

go to the theatre, as was once common, but prefer to wear casual or office
clothes.

The Merlin Entertainments London Eye is usually called the London Eye. It is the tallest
observation wheel in Europe and it was opened on 31 December, 1999. The designers
originally planned it to be a part of the great celebration for the coming of the year 2000.
Since then it has been a great tourist attraction - more than three million people visit it
every year.

It took more than a year and a half to complete the wheel. Over 1700 tons of metal were
used in the structure. Several countries contributed to the project. The egg-shaped
capsules, which can take up to 25 passengers, were transported from France by train
across the English Channel. The central part of the wheel was made in the Czech
Republic.

The London Eye is situated on the South Bank of the River Thames in London. It lies
between Westminster Bridge and Hungerford Bridge, in the very heart of the city. The
passengers have a fantastic view over London. They can clearly see many famous
landmarks like Buckingham Palace, St. Paul’s Cathedral and the Houses of Parliament.

The London Eye was designed by two architects, David Marks and Julia Barfield,
husband and wife. They took part in a competition for the best millennium landmark and
suggested the idea of a large observation wheel. Actually, none of the participants won the
competition, but the couple managed to get the financial support of British Airways that
sponsored the construction.

The observation wheel turns rather slowly. The London Eye is perfect for families with
children. Parents can even bring babies on board as the capsule is completely enclosed.



The wheel does not usually stop to take on new passengers - the slow motion allows
passengers to walk on and off the capsules at ground level. Even elderly tourists find the
wheel comfortable.

Since 2005, the London Eye has been the main location for New Year celebrations and
impressive firework displays. Every coming year is marked by a 10-minute firework
show, welcomed by Londoners. Fireworks can also be fired from the wheel itself.
Additionally, since 2006, the London Eye has been lit by thousands of lamps, which have
made night trips on the wheel extremely popular.

" The growing popularity of the London Eye makes tourists line up for tickets. In 2009, the
owners of the attraction suggested new features, which were included in the price of the
tickets. They introduced a new ticket hall where people can watch a 4D film before they
get on the wheel.

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A. The problem of learning languages is very important today. Foreign languages are socially
demanded especially at the present time when the progress in science and technology has led to
an explosion of knowledge and has contributed to an overflow of information. The total
knowledge of mankind is known to double every seven years. Foreign languages are needed as
the main and the most efficient means of information exchange of the peoples.

B. Today English is the language of the world. Over 300 million people speak it as a mother
tongue. The native speakers of English live in Great Britain, Australia, New Zealand and the
United States of America. English is one of the official languages in the Irish Republic, Canada,
the South African Republic. As a second language it is used in the former British and US
colonies.

C. English is not only the national or official language of some thirty states which represent
different cultures, but it is also the major international language for communication in such areas
as science, technology, business and mass entertainment. English is one of the official languages
of the United Nations Organization and other political organizations. It is the language of
literature, education, modem music, international tourism.

D. What did the Norman Conquest do to England? It gave it French kings and nobles who
brought with them the French language. After the Norman Conquest there were three languages
in England.

Finally, there was the English language which remained the language of poor people who did not
understand French or Latin but spoke only English.

E. So far there is no universal or ideal method of learning languages. Everybody has his own
way. Sometimes it is boring to study grammar or to learn new words. But it is well known that
reading original books in English, listening to the BBC news, communicating with the English
speaking people will help a lot. When learning a foreign language you learn the culture and
history of native speakers.



F. The conquest of England by the Normans began in 1066 with the battle of Hastings, where the
English fought against the Normans. The conquest was complete in 1086. Who were these
Normans who conquered England? They were Vikings or 'Norsemen’, men from the North.
Some 150 years before the conquest of England they came to a part of France, opposite England,
a part which we now call Normandy.
